® From the age of 6, children attend elementary school, and from
the age of 12 to |5, junior high school.

® The school year begins in April and ends in March of the
following year.
Foreign children can also attend elementary and junior high
schools in Japan. (Please apply at the City Hall.)

® The school you attend is determined by where you live (your
address).

*Children who will be entering the first grade
of elementary school in April will have an
orientation session around November at the
elementary school where they will be entering.

A person who has graduated from a junior high school (a
person who has not graduated from a junior high school in
Japan but is recognized as having the same level of
academic ability) may take an entrance examination and
be admitted to a high school. If they pass the entrance
examination, they are eligible to attend the school.

There are also "regular" high schools, which students
attend at night, and "correspondence" high schools, where
students study via the Internet etc.
